ENTRIES
1.
At the district meet, each school may enter two boys’ singles and two girls’ singles, two boys’ doubles and two girls’ doubles teams, and two mixed doubles teams.

The winners of first and second place in district contests, singles and doubles, boys and girls, and mixed doubles advance to the State Tournament. 

3. 
No individual shall be allowed to compete in both singles and doubles.
4.
Seeding information should be provided to the District Director for previous State & District Champions, and any other players who are state or nationally ranked or their level of USTA play. 

Format For All Matches Except Main Draw Semi-Final And Final Matches
· 8-Game Pro-Set, must win by 2 or more games

· 10-Point Tie Breaker at 8 all

· 15 Minute rest periods between matches

Format for Main Draw Semi-Final and Final Matches

· 2 out of 3 – 6 Game Sets
· 10-Point Tiebreaker at 6 all
· 3rd Set, 10-point tiebreaker

· One-hour rest between Semi-Final and Final Matches

In All Matches

· 7-minute warm up, including 2 minutes for serves.

· Spin for serve prior to warm-up.

· Checking in for the match means you are ready to step on the court, stay close to the tournament desk.

· Winner is responsible to bring balls back to the tournament desk at the conclusion of the match and immediately report the score.

· No player is allowed to leave facilities for lunch.

· Server needs to call out the score before serving every time.

· No one is allowed on courts except players; coaches may only go on during changeover.

COACHING: Designated coaches, not parents or spectators, are allowed to coach their players only during the 90-second changeovers and at the end of the sets. Coaches are not allowed to coach their players while they are playing their matches. Coaching is defined by the USTA as “communication, advice or instruction of any kind, audible or visible, to a player or players”.
AWARDS: Team Plaques will be given for District Champion & Runner-up. Individual medals will be given to the 1st, 2nd, and 3rd and Consolation winners in each event.

There will be a $25 fee for each player.  Balls will be furnished.

Make checks payable to the Trinity Christian Academy and mail prior to the tournament or pay upon arrival at the tournament.

Athletes will not be allowed to compete without payment of fees.
COACHES’ MEETING: All schools must send a coach or an adult representative from their school with their tennis players or teams.  A coaches’ meeting will be held Monday morning, April 16th, at 9:30 a.m. Tournament play will begin at 9:45 a.m.
The TCU Tennis Center does not open till 9:00 am.
