TCAF Fall Soccer Guidelines
· Officials – All district games must have 3 officials who are TASO certified.  In the event that a game has only two officials the game may be played upon the agreement of the two coaches.  Once the coaches have agreed to play no protest can be made due to the missing official.
· Game Length – The game will consist of two forty minute halves.

· Substitutions – Open substitutions during all games

· Overtime (Playoffs only) – If the game is tied after the completion of the two halve, the teams will follow the Golden Goal rule for two ten minute overtimes.  If the game is still tied after the two ten minute overtimes then the game will be decided by penalty kicks.

· Red Card – A player dismissed from a game for a red card or two yellow cards will be automatically suspended from the next scheduled game.

· Games – No team shall compete in more than two individual tournaments plus twenty games prior to the playoffs.

· Tiebreakers:

1. Head to Head

2. FIFA Ten point scoring system (6 points for a win, 3 points for a tie, 1 point for every goal up to 3, and 1 point for a shutout)

3. One Game Playoff

· Field Dimensions:

· Length (Touch Line) – 90m (100 yards) minimum to 120m (130 yards) maximum
· Width (Goal Line) – 45m (50 yards) minimum to 90m (100 yards) maximum

· Field Marking – see attached diagram

· Safety – 

· No Jewelry or any other items that may be harmful to the player or others

· All Players must wear shin guards that provide reasonable protection and are covered completely by their socks

· Any player that has been required to leave the field to correct their equipment may not re-enter the game with the referee’s permission after checking their equipment
